Social Studies – 7th Grade

This class covers mostly American History. We will cover the events leading to the Civil War, the Civil War, Reconstruction, Westward Expansion, The Industrial Age, Immigration, and we will touch on Current Events. We will also cover Illinois Government this year.
Classroom Rules:

1. Follow directions the first time they are given, have materials ready, and be prepared for class.

2. Keep hands, feet, and objects to yourself

3. Raise your hand and wait to be called upon before talking

4. Stay in your seat unless you have permission to get up

5. Use polite ‘indoor’ voices when speaking

6. Turn Homework in on time and be on time for class.  Tardies will be reported.  Take care of drinks and bathroom needs before coming to class.

Consequences will be assessed for choosing to not follow the rules.  The rules will include the PBIS expectations that will be covered in each class.  After three rule violations, a detention will be assigned. Please check the Behavior Logs on Teacher Ease to know if you have deportment marks. An e-mail will be sent home when if you receive three deportment marks.
Homework Policy:

1. Homework is expected to be turned in on time to receive full credit.  Assignments that are one day late will count as 10% off the grade earned.  Assignments that are two days late will count as 20% off the grade earned, and assignments three or more days late will earn a zero.

2. Absences – If you arrange to be gone for a planned absence, your homework will be due on the day that you return.  If you are ill, you will have the equal number of days to make up the work as you were absent.

3. All tests and quizzes are announced well in advance.  A student who attends the day before a test or quiz, but who is absent for any reason the day of the test or quiz, must take the test or quiz the first day he/she returns. If you miss only the day before a test/quiz, you will be expected to take the test/quiz on the date it is scheduled. If you miss multiple days around a test/quiz, we will make arrangements when you return to school.
4. Please be aware that there is a fine line between helping your classmate(s) and cheating when it comes to homework. Cheating involves not only getting information from another person, but also providing information to another person. We will discuss this in class so that it is clear, and know that cheating will NOT  be tolerated.  Also, all homework MUST be completed in your own handwriting.  Any homework completed in another persons writing, without having prior permission first, will be counted as a zero.

Grading Scale – check the school handbook.  

Grades are figured as a percentage of the number of points possible for each assignment/test/quiz.  Homework grades will count 1x each, quizzes 2x each, and tests 3x each.

I do not round up on any averages.  Extra credit will be given through current event questions and bonus questions on tests or quizzes.  There are enough chances at extra credit to affect your grade positively.  

At the end of the nine weeks, points will be totaled and divided by the number of points possible to determine your grade.
